RESOLUTIONS OF THE FABSR MEETING, ISTANBUL, 22 February 2008

In their meeting in Istanbul on 22 February 2008, the FABSR members have agreed upon working for the enhancement of their collaboration by developing the FABSR operation and taking an active role in the implementation of the following actions:

- to develop the existing collaboration and communication between the FABSR members and to encourage all the professional organizations covered by the enlarged definition of the Black Sea basin to become the members of the FABSR,

- to improve FABSR activities through the development of common projects and periodical activities such as exhibitions, publications and meetings that will enhance the exchange of technical knowledge and experience between the professionals from the different countries of the region,

- to establish links of the FABSR with the central and local administrations, universities and research centers, professional and cultural organizations, governmental / inter-governmental and non-governmental organizations in the Black Sea region,

- to create a Black Sea Architectural Database by collecting the existing documents, data and projects that can be publicly shared to support future projects and scientific work about the architecture, city and environment in the Black Sea region.

The FABSR members also decided that the Chamber of Architects of Turkey will undertake the Presidency for this term to further develop this programme with the contribution of the members.
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
