TBILIS DECLARATION
OF THE FIRST CONFERENCE OF ARCHITECTS OF THE BLACK SEA
REGION
Tbilisi, 10- 12 October 1995

The authorized representatives of the National Organizations of Architects from the Black Sea Region – Azerbaijan, Georgia, Romania, Russian Federation, Turkey and Ukraine which have gathered at their firs Conference,

Being based on the ancient architectural traditions of this Region;

Realizing the exceptional social importance of architecture and urbanism in modern society;

Proceeding from the new geopolitical meaning of the Region;

Being authorized to act for respective trade-unions represented by them;

Arrives at the following decisions;

1.
To establish the Forum of Architects of the Black Sea Region that would be open to the National organizations of Architects of all Participating States of the Black Sea Economic Cooperation as well as of other interested countries.

2.
To admit that the establishment of such organization nowadays reflects the everlasting interest of the broad public of the countries of the Region and is in conformity with the professional purposes of architects and urbanists  as well as with Regulations of the International Union of Architects (UIA)
3.
To attach the regional, professional and non-governmental status to this newly established organization

4.
To consider those Unions of Architects, authorized representatives of which signed the present Declaration to be the founders of this organizations

5.
To consider the following directions of the organization activities to be of high priority;


-
provision of regular and proper information to the population of the Region 


about all the processes and trends, concerning the professional areas of 



architecture and urbanism;


-
being constructive opponents, within the sphere of competence, to governmental 

and non-governmental organizations functioning in the Region:

-
ecological problems, especially rejection of international projects which might 


damage local cultural heritage and pollute environment;


-
rapprochement of legislation and regulation concerning architecture and 



urbanism;

-
improvement of architectural education;


-
mutual recognition of architectural diplomas and creation of a common 



professional labor practice;


-
introduction of regional creative competitions and joint scientific achievements 


into practice; 



-
cooperation in the field of protection of  historical heritage, particularly in the 


field of preservation of historical cities and vernacular architecture;


-
formation of a common information network and publishing a periodical 



(bulletin etc.);


6.
Taking into consideration the initiative of the Georgian side to establish the organization and the experience gained during the preparation of this Conference, to assign the Georgian side to form the Secretariat in Tbilisi and ask other sides to designate their coordinating persons to be contacted by the Secretariat.
7.
Noting the decisive role of the Government of the Republic of Georgia in financing this Conference, to call upon the Georgian side to find the possibility of financing the activity of the Secretariat up to the Second (II) Forum
8.
To change the Secretariat, in collaboration with the founding parties to:


-
elaborate draft regulations and all other relevant documentation of the Forum;


-
draft a budget for the Forum and find adequate sources for financing;


-
initiate the consultations with the International Union of Architects (UIA) and 


the Black Sea Economic Cooperation (BSEC) on the possibility of getting status 


in the above organizations and to consider concrete forms of cooperation 



therewith; 
 

9.
To call upon the national governments of the countries of the Black Sea Region to increase their efforts in order to preserve local cultures and natural-cultural environment and to strengthen their cooperation in these fields by signing relevant agreement 

10.
To consider the documents mentioned in paragraph 8 at the Second (II) Forum of Architects of the Black Sea region to be held on the occasion of the World Conference HABITAT II in June 1996 in İstanbul, Turkey
